Dear Parent or Guardian:

This is to inform you that your child has been exposed to Hepatitis A.
The signs and symptoms, mode of transmission and incubation period are as follows:

Signs and Symptoms:  A virus infection, which begins with an abrupt fever, discomfort, loss of appetite, nausea, abdominal cramping followed within a few days by jaundice and flu-like symptoms. 

Mode of Transmission:  Person to person by oral fecal route.

Incubation Period:  15 to 50 days with an average of 28 to 30 days.

Should your child present any of these symptoms, we recommend that you consult your family healthcare provider.  Any student presenting these signs and symptoms will be excluded from school.  
The Department of Health: Kendall County has been notified and appropriate recommended control measures have been taken.  Students must have a note from their healthcare provider to return to school.
