Dear Parent or Guardian:

This is to inform you that your child has been exposed to Pinworms. 

The signs and symptoms, mode of transmission and incubation period are as follows:

Signs and Symptoms: Pinworm is a common intestinal infestation. There may be anal itching, disturbed sleep, irritability and sometimes a secondary infection of the scratched skin.

Mode of Transmission: Direct transfer of eggs by hand from anus to mouth of the same or new host or indirectly through clothing, bedding, food or other articles contaminated with eggs.  Airborne eggs may be inhaled then swallowed. 

Incubation Period: 4 to 6 weeks; usually about 2 weeks

Should your child present any of these symptoms, we recommend that you consult your family healthcare provider.

Any student presenting with severe signs and symptoms will be excluded from school.  Students must have a note from a healthcare provider stating they are no longer contagious in order to return to school.
